Message:  Commitment

What is your commitment level?  Do you struggle with commitments?  Are you overcommitted?  How do you respond when someone doesn’t keep a commitment they made?

Our society is fast paced and many of us struggle with the very concept of commitment.  However, commitment provides the foundation on which to build relationships.  Studies have shown that the fastest way to destroy a relationship is to undermine the commitment.  Undermine the commitment and you destroy trust.

Although the specific term “commitment” is not mentioned in Scripture the concept flows all through Scripture.  In actuality it aligns with a very high form of commitment called a covenant.  Go to a Bible and look up the word covenant and it will take you on a wonderful journey of exploring God’s relationship to us and also numerous examples of covenant relationships between people.

One of my favorite books of the Bible is Ruth.  Ruth entered into a covenant relationship with her mother-in-law Naomi.  The book unfolds a beautiful story of their devotion to God and to each other.  Every indication is that there was peace in that home because the priorities were right and the commitment/covenant was honored.

When you look at your life, are your priorities and commitments in a healthy/godly place?  If not, what changes do you need to make?

What are ways that you can ensure your home is a place of commitment/covenant relationships?  A safe place/fortress and not a façade.

Suggestion:

As you go through this week, take time to speak life and blessing into each member of your family and also into the lives of your close friends.  Remember the Scripture we ended with…”Without wavering, let us hold tightly to the hope we say we have, for God can be trusted to keep his promise.  Think of ways to encourage one another to outbursts of love and good deeds.”  (Hebrews 10:23-24)  I don’t know about you – but that is the type of commitment and “outbursts”’ that I want in my home!
